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County Commissioners Support Investigation 
of Potential New Wastewater Entity

Extensive public outreach will inform evaluation of regional options and draft language for legislative implementation 


 
BARNSTABLE, MA – The Barnstable County Commissioners voted unanimously this morning to support an investigation of the creation of a regional wastewater entity capable of solving Cape Cod's wastewater problems. 
 
The Commissioners took this action in response to a recommendation of the Special Commission on County Governance, a county-appointed committee of local and regional officials and leaders that has been meeting since September 2011 to consider issues related to the structure and functions of Barnstable County's regional government. 
 
"Wastewater management on Cape Cod has been identified as one of the most significant regional concerns needing coordinated action to protect and restore Cape Cod's water quality," stated County Commissioner Chair Mary Pat Flynn. 
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The Barnstable County Commissioners directed the executive directors of the Cape Cod Commission and the Cape Cod Water Protection Collaborative (Paul Niedzwiecki and Andrew Gottlieb, respectively):
· to undertake an evaluation of the options for regionalization, and 
· to develop draft legislation to implement the required changes. 

"By fully involving the public, the Water Protection Collaborative, and the Cape Cod Commission in this task," Flynn said, "Paul and Andrew will ensure that their recommendations consider and include broad public input, which is critical for implementing successful solutions for all of Cape Cod."
