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CCC INTRODUCES REDEVELOPED WEB SITE

Redesigned www.capecodcommission.org with new features, enhanced functions

BARNSTABLE COUNTY, MA — Cape Cod Commission (CCC) Executive Director Paul Niedzwiecki today announced: “We’ve moved our web site into the 21st Century!” 

The web site www.capecodcommission.org has been completely overhauled and redesigned, with new functionality introduced by the Plymouth-based IT and web development firm, Blue LAN Group (BLG). CCC Communications Coordinator Nancy Hossfeld led a multidisciplinary staff team to guide BLG’s work. The previous presentation of the site, which was more static and used outdated web techniques, had been in place for more than five years.

“We embarked on this project to help our community gain quicker access to our information and resources,” Niedzwiecki explained. “We also designed the site to help the community gain a better understanding of the priority work of the Commission and where we are headed into the future.”

Three features of the redeveloped site draw attention to the agency’s strongest work:

· The Cape’s blueprint for growth — the Cape Cod Regional Policy Plan — is central to all the Commission does and is a strong focal point of the redesigned site, offering flexible (and fun!) ways of interacting with the plan. Users can flip directly to pages and link directly to the maps and technical bulletins referenced in the plan. 

· The new Resource Center provides a valuable, central site for those seeking the Commission's documents and data. Flexible searching options accommodate varied approaches to locating specific resources. 

· The Initiatives section highlights the significant current priorities the Commission is pursuing. These initiatives involve a high degree of community engagement and keep users up to date on the Commission’s progress.

Forms are in place on the site for users to contact the Commission. Feedback is welcome and encouraged.
