Re:  Digital Towns

To the Editor:

As one, of many, individuals who worked on the state Community Challenge Innovation grant application for funding to support the implementation of electronic permits, licenses and inspections, I want to thank the Cape Cod Times for its supportive editorial (“Digital towns,” January 31, 2012).

Fourteen of the fifteen Cape communities signed on as supporters of this grant application, which seeks funding to jumpstart a region-wide digital solution to provide online local services.  

As the editorial noted, with this solution electronic services will be much more efficient, but the same services would continue to be offered at town halls across Cape Cod.  

As required by the grant, local support came in the form of votes of the Boards of Selectmen in thirteen towns, and from the Town Manager in the Town of Barnstable.
