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CCC AND SANDWICH AGENCIES CONSIDER MULTI-USE PATH FROM CANAL TO VILLAGE

Public meeting set for Wednesday, June 29 


BARNSTABLE COUNTY, MA — The Cape Cod Commission supports the Town of Sandwich, the Sandwich Chamber of Commerce, and the Sandwich Bikeways Committee in planning a multi-use path that could link the Cape Cod Canal Bike Path to the village center of Sandwich. The agencies invite the public to participate in a joint discussion of the potential path at 7:00 p.m. on Wednesday, June 29, 2011.

“The Commission is a strong proponent of pathways that connect significant destinations in the region with village and economic centers, encourage the use of safe alternatives to automobiles, and attract additional visitors and residents to enhance economic activity,” says Commission Director of Technical Services Glenn Cannon. “This meeting is an opportunity for those interested in such a path in Sandwich to share their ideas.”

Cape Cod Commission staff members will make a presentation and field questions from those in attendance.

The meeting will be held at the Canal Visitors Center on 60 Ed Moffitt Drive, in Sandwich, which is across from the Coast Guard Station near the canal.
